Updates from Panel Repvts. – Cllrs. Stokoe CDCF  - advised 2 local applications have been  

Received & approved, and that there was scope for additional projects to be considered.


Chr. Taylor KPH- reported the KPH Panel advised their current submission session had officially closed today, and a new method of I.T.on-line applications due to commence from January 2020.  – Clerk confirmed Cllr. Crawford had completed the Apple Press Application Project before closure – (see below.)

             - Defib. Unit at Shotleyfield hamlet – Clerk advised contact has been established with North East Ambulance Service who have agreed a free Training session for the newly installed Shotleyfield defib. – at residents convenience.  The local Project Leader has advised a max. of 8 residents who wish to be involved – and the requested date is Saturday 4/1/2020 – We hopefully will use the Manor House Inn facilities as previously.  (The NHS N.E. Ambl. Service.  advise their maximum number would be 15). Details will be issued to the  Parish website and Facebook.   Clerk will arrange the venue and liaise with the Local Project Leader. Clerk For ACTION


Progress on 2018/9 projects 
-The 2 new Defibrillating units at Parish Licenced premises   Com/Fdtn. Advise return of the underspend of £730, or suggest on submission of an official application to the Panel, hopefully this figure would be authorised to be utilized in the funding  of  “an associated project”.i,e, - ‘Cost of Defib. Awareness notices’ proposed for manufacture and attachment to NCC highways structures,- (if approved by NCC) - (See Item “8.1” below). DEFER TO JAN 2020 Cllr. Cook & Clerk for ACTION.  

-2017/18 General 1st Aid Training - Due to difficulty in achieving 2 further sessions this 
year, -(originally planned for late 2019), - now hoping to arrange this for Mid-March 2020)- 
IT WAS AGREED the dual sessions dates being offered by Snods Hall Committee are 
unworkable for the Trainers, therefore Cllr. Amey now seeks a new venue 
elsewhere in the Parish which best suits the British Red Cross training programme, -
(possibly Manor House or Anchor Inn)- DEFER- JAN 2020/Cllr. Amey,  & Clerk for ACTION.

- The NCC 20 mph Traffic Programme for Whittonstall – As detailed in Sept/Oct.  Minutes. NCC Highways Programme Team are progressing the new proposals.  2 items outstanding and required clarification were discussed at meeting held 13th November at Whittonstall School attended by NCC Off. Snowdon, Cllr,Perry & Whit’stl. School Head Teacher.  IT WAS AGREED & confirmed on plan supplied : - 1) -  ‘the exact location of the 40 mph reduced to 30 mph zone, at the Kipperlynn area: & 2)  actual location of ‘rumble strip installations’.  Completion expected 1st quarter of New Year & will commence with the speed control signage.  DEFER TO JAN 2020 
-Speed Monitoring & traffic calming system at Snods Edge – Cllr. Crawford, confirmed financial negotiations with CWH have been completed, and installation of the traffic system is expected to take place by the system manufacturers by end of year.   Clerk to remove from our insurance schedule existing Dorman Varitex ‘NCC-gifted’ u/s illuminated system at Whittonstall in 2010,-  now unnecessary  due to age & current condition. The official invoice for new system and settlement by NCC is in progress.   C.Cllr.Horncastle/Cllr.Crawford/Clerk for ACTION

- 2020 KPH Annual Maintenance Project -  This annual project was submitted to the KPH Panel on 6/11/19, and although it missed the 3/10/19 submission date – we were advised unexpectantly on 28/11/19 this was successful & approved. The noted quotation cost of £600 remains the same as last year:  the Contractor has been informed: and KPH Acceptance Docs.progressed.  Clk has Actioned C/FDTN. procedures & letter of thanks.

Marley Tile Site Redevelopment – SLQPC were advised on 21/11/19 progress on this major 
building application.  A Site meeting has been arranged by the NCC Strategic Planning 
Committee for today, 2nd December 2019, to which 2 SLQPC councillors are invited, -  (IT 
WAS AGREED Cllrs. Cook  & Perry were available and would attend).  The 
following day, 3rd 
December, is the scheduled date for the application to be considered by the Strategic 
Planning Committee at County Hall, Morpeth.  (As Chair, Cllr.Taylor has recorded an official 
interest, therefore he is unable to deliver the SLQPC verbal statement to the Committee 
himself, - however Cllr. Cook 
volunteered to speak in his absence and a Report confirming 
the existing concerns and objections of the Parish 
previously documented will be 
prepared for this meeting).  Clerk reported local objector Mr James Anderson had also 
received an invitation from the Case Officer to speak at the meeting. – Both Cllr. Cook &  
Mr Anderson have registered their request with Democratic Services and will be attending 
the meeting tomorrow.  General discussion then took place on the proposed content of 
Cllr. Cook’s report.   IT WAS AGREED  the list of items to be included, reflected the many 
and varied previously confirmed and documented covering:- Consideration of the Emerging 
Local Plan:  Green Belt:  Community Benefits:   The lack of an acceptable level of Affordable 
Housing and the necessity to provide pedestrian links to Whittonstall village: and the views 
of our adjoining Hedley Parish Council.  Collectively, - general agreement was unanimously 
confirmed that SLQPC have no option, but to continue our objections to these proposals
due to the scale of this development and the associated negative impact it would bring to 
the surrounding community. - Chair Taylor expressed his thanks for Cllr. Cook’s voluntary 
involvement in this important presentation, both for SLQPC and the Parish community. - 
Results and progress to be discussed and reported to Members. - Update 6/01/2020.

Since then SLQPC have re’vd an update on Edmundbyers specific comments, and forwarded on to NCC Tecn. Serv. Manager for  assessment. Their original ‘congestion’ comments are now regarded as a ‘public road safety’ concern.   IT WAS AGREED Chair Stephenson of Edmundbyers Parish Council could be invited to a SLQPC meeting as soon as further details were received from NCC  – Awaiting progress  from NCC

 – Chr. Taylor reported the previous multiple pothole ‘clusters’ desribed on U8125 at  Mosswood, & the U8101/U8102 – Wallish Walls and Durhamfield netwowrk, all remain in a dangerous condition.  Since the Summer period some areas were started but appear incomplete.  As previously (2017), IT WAS AGREED to press for a local Inspector to visit and be conducted around this problem area & other affected routes of the Parish .  Clerk to initiate contact with Highways West to ascertain when this inspection could be considered.  – CLERK FOR ACTION
