TO APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING (The Annual Meeting) on 13th May 2019
 - (Circulated as usual)  - Clerk referred to a typographical error. @ Item “18- APRIL 
Expenses” - should read  “MARCH” -  Cllr. Amey proposed acceptance, Cllr. Stokoe 
seconded the motion, and Chair Taylor then signed the Minutes as an accurate record.

MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES – (The Annual Meeting) on 13th May 2019:
4.1
Kiln Pit Hill and Boundary Lane Wind Farm Community Benefits Fund Current KPH Current Projects update:

Cllr.  Taylor confirmed he was unable to attend the recent Panel meeting, however the following information on progress is as follows:- the 2 new latest applications submitted by SLQPC on behalf of local groups,– that is, -  the St. Andrew’s Summer Concert to be organised by St. John’s Church, and an additional defibrillator unit for the Shotleyfield Hamlet, had been submitted to the Panel by the closing April date.  Recently it was noted the new Panel Programmer has raised a query on the cost of the ‘SLQPC ADMIN FEE’, (the basis of which has been used in the recent past without concern, and was included in both of these applications.)     The Panel’s assessment has resulted in the Defibrillation unit being approved, however the St. Andrews summer concert has been rejected, on the grounds of “unsuitable accessibility of the venue”.   This information was emld. to Clerk from the CXO and was passed on to Cannon Smith on 30th May.  The situation is extremely disappointing especially since quite recently many parishioners have attended the Good Friday Pilgrimage and Easter services to St. Andrews, and many of the elements of the Summer Concert arrangements have already commenced.   It is understood the Group involved are to carry on with the project unaided by Community Foundation.   
Cllr. Stokoe confirmed the Boundary Lane Benefits Panel, continue to accept funding applications any time.   – Currently funding for the Snods Edge traffic calming system, being led By Cllr. Crawford, is awaiting confirmation funding and advice from C. Cllr. Horncastle, therefore depending on the outcome of discussions,  CDCF funding may not be necessary.

New 2018/9 projects Update
As previously documented, the total funding of £6,824 received (in December 2017),  for 3 major successful applications due to commence during 2018, and current status is:-

-1st Aid Training - Cllr. Amey has volunteered to continue leading this project, and although major difficulties were encountered with the original trainers offering their services, an alternative provider (ATSAS), was finally organised and got underway in April 2019 with 2 training sessions at Snods Edge.   The remaining training sessions expect to be held before the end of the year with a possible alternative provider (perhaps the British Red Cross ?).  An “Interim Monitoring. Report” was issued for the Panel’s guidance on the partial financial status of project.  Cllr Amey is also investigating further with Cllr. Baxter.
-The 2 new Defibrillating units at Parish Licenced premises   - These two new installations at the Manor House Inn at Carterway Heads and the Anchor at Whittonstall, were completed in September 2018, with a funding underspend of £881, which is being considered for return to the KPH Panel.  -  Further discussions required.   In view of 3 defib. Units in the parish (and possibly another shortly at Shotleyfield), Chair Taylor had requested Cllr. Stokoe’s assistance in estimating the distance of these units in the parish from hamlets/areas of residences, towards achieving 100% coverage?    
- Defib.  training for staff & possible residents – 
-Renewal of 2018 Maintenance Programme for Fixed Assets/street furniture – As confirmed this was completed at September 2018 by a local Parish tradesman to budget, and the Monitoring Report submitted to the Panel.  In March we were advised our application for the 2019 project had been approved, and the 1st phase has already been carried out, and settlement of invoice made at end of May. *(Advised additional work is required on the bench o’side Manor House Inn at Carterway heads). 
Proposed New 2019 KPHill Funding Applications

- Parish Historical/heritage project  - IT WAS AGREED this idea should be investigated as a possible 2-3 year funding project.  Initial funding would probably be sought for  ‘Researcher services’, and the use of media and I.T. support.  It was suggested accessing valuable vocal history reports from members of the local community would be a vital initial step, and that quotations/tenders for a long-term programme should be acquired and subsequently assessed for partial funding over a 3 year period.   Some ‘local knowledge’  and historical records of the Parish have already been confirmed as already available from parishioners with more to be identified very shortly when the Steering Group is formed. – This should be addressed soonest, to enable progress of funding applications to the Panel. 
- Speed Monitoring & traffic calming system at Snods Edge – This on-going project is being led by Cllr. Crawford who has received quotations. - The local community has been consulted. In addition negotiations with C. Cllr. Horncastle and Highways West are underway, on the actual approved location of the system units, which is dependent on the best solar position achievable in the heavily woodland location suggested.  Decisions on whether a Wind Farm grant is applicable, or not has yet to be confirmed.  
- Community Apple press – unanimous agreement was given to this popular proposal, and quotations for equipment are in progress.   Cllr. Crawford will advise in due course. 
- The 2 new KPH 2019 Applications as described above for St. Andrews Church Summer Concert at Grey Mare Hill, and a new Defibrillator for Shotleyfield hamlet – were both to be supported and progressed by SLQPC on behalf of these local community groups, however see above on current status – i.e. Defib. For Shotleyfield has been approved, however the although the St. Andrews Concert has been rejected, we understand the group concerned are to progress the project unaided, as ticket enquiries have commenced. – A Parish photo. For 2020  - Chair Taylor suggested a summer event to assemble as many residents as possible for a ‘Parish photo-call’ – (previously carried out some 20 years ago).
