TO APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING 7/1/2019 - (Circulated as usual).  Cllr. Crawford proposed acceptance,  & Cllr. Stokoe seconded the motion.  Chair Taylor then signed the Minutes as an accurate record.

MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES – 7/1/2019

Kiln Pit Hill and Boundary Lane Wind Farm Community Benefits Fund 

Panel Representatives update:-   


Chair Taylor reported  major dissappointment following the January 2019 Panel meeting at which the Fund Manager advised due to a complete change of grant criteria, this has resulted in one of SLQPC traffic management projects previously advised as “unacceptable”, now being considered as allowable under re-assessed funding Conditions.     Currently the amended timetable for submission of grant applications to the KPH Panel is published as 22/2/19 to 5/4/19, and the remaining fund is in the order of £6,500.  The Fund Manager has issued a schedule of current agreed projects, - (which includes the SLQPC 2019 Mtce project).  It is expected a more structured and accessible programme of funding opportunities will result in order to better assist the local community.  Any other proposed projects under this current application programme will need to be assessed and commenced as a matter of urgency. – Any such project should be discussed with Chair Taylor without delay please, - However there remains only 7 weeks available for preparation to submission of any on-line project.  

Cllr. Stokoe  advised the CDCF Panel are also re-assessing their grant application criteria with a view to a similar procedure as KPH – details will be advised to soonest for circulation.  He also offered to stand for KPH Panel selection if required. 


Current Funding Projects update: (x 2- 2018 projects Update)
1st Aid Training – As agreed this project was deferred to March/April 2019. – Cllr. Amey has prepared a notice for the Parish Magazine, website, WFS & Public Houses in the Parish. Residents have been requested to make their requests for training to Clerk.    There will be 2 sessions on Wednesday 3rd April, - the 1st will be 2- 5 with refreshments.  (Cllrs. Amey, Family Stokoe, possibly Cllrs. Baxter & Taylor with Clerk will organise.  The second evening session will follow at  6 – 9.   Costs for Training personnel, Hall Hire & refreshments will be met nearer the April date by Cllr. Amey & Clerk).

2 new Defibrillating units at Parish Licenced premises   - Cllr. Baxter confirmed  the original local training on equipment for these two new installations, (at Manor House Inn & Anchor Whittonstall) has proved difficult.   Currently there are 4 local residents who wish to be included, but obviously arrangements are being made in the first instance to make this training available to staff employed at both public houses.   Review at March meeting.

2 Proposed New 2019  Funding Applications:
Chair Taylor encouraged Members commencement of any new applications as soon as possible.  Currently, 1 CDCF grant initiated by Cllrs. Crawford,Taylor & Clerk, is progressing as below & it was reported Whittonstall Community Group have proposals for submission by 22/3/2019. :-  A meeting to assist the Group with their funding projects is planned shortly with various Members and Clerk.
-Traffic Calming installation - Speed Monitoring at Snods Edge –The Traffic calming measures and options investigated and currently in progress by Cllr. Crawford confirm financial quotations in December & January Minutes from ‘SWARCO’.    The anticipated £5k funding from the CDCF Boundary Lane community benefits fund, is likely to reduce to the region of £3,320 – (due to the inability of sourcing a successful  2nd solar-powered access point).  The NCC Highways Programme contribution from CWH requires confirmation in due course.   Clerk to update progress with Cllr. Crawford at March meeting.    The SLQPC on-line funding application requires re-assessment, and actual financial data/management elements need to accompany the documentation for submission as soon as available.  Chair Taylor & Cllr. Crawford arranged the re-issued details identifying the actual proposed siting of operational equipment with local residents living in the vicinity of the system. – (As no objections were raised to date, the project has been progressed to the on-line application stage.)   Review with Cllrs. Stokoe & Crawford at March meeting.
Cllrs. Crawford,  Stokoe, Taylor, C.Cllr.  Horncastle  & Clerk ACTION

-History Project  - As previously discussed reference to ideas suggested some 2 years ago may be reviewed for possible consideration and an indepth assessment of local people, events and our industrial past throughout the parish with a view to collating a historical book/record of the area, which could possibly be funded on a long-term 2-3 year phased Wind Farm grant programme.   IT WAS AGREED  A review to be continued and commenced soonest at next meeting.  Following general discussion on how best to assess commencement via. social media etc.  best possibilities seem to revolve around the possibility of funding a specific researcher facility and acquiring the positive input of ¨local characters & mature members of the community’’.  Clerk had retrieved some archive data for consideration and will locate a local person who currently holds many old postcards and historical pictorial material which may initially be useful.   – More information required for progress as soon as possible.  
Chair Taylor, & all interested Members – apply to Clerk ACTION.

IT WAS ALSO NOTED -Newlands Resident’s Group who are involved in arranging a Broadband facility –  The CDCF on-line application commenced by SLQPC AT 19/11/18  on their behalf was withdrawn on 6/12/18.    However,  SLQPC have been informed the Group have  achieved success under the ‘B.T.Financial/Gigabite Voucher Scheme’, and  will no doubt be reported in due course.  This matter is now considered closed from SLQPC side.

Proposed Application/re-development of Marley Tile Company derelict site at Newlands –Bellway Homes N.E. and Litchfield Partnership.   Following SLQPC response on 23/8/2018 submitted to the Planning Committee,  further additional amendments to the proposals were received  for assessment.  An extension date from the Case officer was granted in December, and a  2nd  response covering the matters of concern already documented was drafted confirming our general disappointment on the non-compliance of some important matters which we consider remain outstanding but specifically stating our original responses also remain unchanged on 22.1.2019.    Members agreement as documented at ‘4.3. 7/1/2019 Minutes’ on the best options available would be to continue to find  a way forward as the application progresses with the Planning Committee,  and work towards negotiating the possible inclusion of “Conditions” as and when the opportunity arises.  We understand the application is due to be progressed again by the Planning Committee  during February 2019.
